Thanks to a late goal by senior Eric Schneider (St. Anthony, Minn.) last Saturday against St. Olaf, the Gustavus men’s soccer team
was able to depart Northfield with a 1-1 tie and earn a point against the MIAC-leading Oles. After an early goal in the ninth minute
by Phumelela Sukati, the Gusties were shut out for nearly all of the remaining minutes until Schneider was able to put away a Ryan
Schultz (Delafield, Wis.) dime at 88:03. Although both teams generated chances, neither was able to find the game-winner over
the course of two ten-minute overtime sessions. Gustavus goalkeeper Braden Schmid (Sr., West Fargo, N.D.) went the distance and
made a season-best eight saves.

SERIES HISTORY

Saturday’s match marks the 60th meeting between the Gustavus and St. Thomas men'’s soccer programs. Gustavus holds the
advantage in the all-time series with a record of 26-22-11. Gustavus was able to come away with a 1-0 victory over the Tommies in
last year’s regular season matchup thanks to a late goal by Konnor Tranoris (Jr., Des Moines, lowa). With overtime looming and less
than six minutes remaining in regulation, Tranoris chipped in the game-winning shot off an assist from Charlie Adams (Jr., Stillwater,
Minn.) with 84:34 on the clock. Brett Ylonen (Sr., Lake ElImo, Minn.) picked up the first of what would be three straight shutouts in a
two save effort.

NEWS AND NOTES

* Late Goals - With a goal in the 89th minute last Saturday against St. Olaf, the Gusties were able to salvage a point to remain in
second place in the conference standings. Eric Schneider’s goal at 88:03 was Gustavus’s seventh goal scored inside the final ten
minutes of the match this season. This continues a trend of late scoring as the Gusties scored six goals in the final 10 minutes of
regulation time last season. Of the Black and Gold’s 62 total goals in 2014, 30 have come in the second half.

* Schmid Has Career Day - Gustavus senior goalkeeper Braden Schmid recorded a career-best eight saves in his last outing against
St. Olaf. Schmid’s eight saves is the most by a Gustavus goalkeeper since Brett Ylonen (Sr., Lake EImo, Minn.) made ten saves in a
4-0 complete-match shutout against Saint John’s on Sept. 28, 2013. Schmid is now 7-2-1 overall with a 0.58 goals against average
and an .839 save percentage.

* Get It On Net - Of Gustavus’s league-leading 233 shots, 109 have been on goal for a shots on goal percentage of 46.8. Of
Gustavus’ top shooters, which includes Zach Brown (Sr., Eau Claire, Wis.) with 42 shots, Ryan Tollefsrud (Sr., Spearfish, S.D.)
with 32, Patrick Roth (So., Stillwater, Minn.) with 26, and David Lilly (Sr., Maple Grove, Minn.) with 25, all four boast a shots on
goal percentage over the 50-percent mark. Roth leads the group at 57.7-percent with 15 shots on goal followed by Tollefsrud at
53.1-percent with 17 SOG, Brown at 52.4-percent with 22 SOG, and Lilly at 52-percent with 13 SOG.

MIDDLETON ON THE MATCH

We have a full week of training without the interruption of a midweek game, which is great! We’ve played more games than most
programs out there, so it’s nice to put our feet up and have a cup of tea whilst others are slogging away, traveling and having to
deal with a mid-week fixture. The lads had a fun practice on Monday with everyone enjoying the season. We do keep the ball well,
even in practice, and the players are buzzing at the moment. With such a lot of seniors, they are determined to enjoy the season
and the banter at practice - for Americans - is excellent!

St. Thomas looks like it has had an up and down year with some excellent results interspersed with the odd disappointing game.
That happens at this level. I’'m sure they will be up for our contest. Our lads are proving that we are very solid in depth with the
quality in practice sessions at a high level. We have no passengers and everyone can be relied upon to be able to play with intensity
and quality.

It’s nice having genuine competition for places, and the lads know it. It helps with practices as well as games, and I'm pretty
pleased with them at the moment. Everyone is welcome to come out and watch - you should see the two top ‘keepers, Braden
Schmid and Brett Ylonen, who are vying for the number one spot. Both have been terrific and continue to push each other to the
limits. What’s more important is that those battles are happening all over the pitch.
