Last Time Out: Despite holding a lead for most of the first half and early in the
second, the Gustavus men’s basketball team lost 82-73 at Bethel University on
Wednesday night. With the loss, the Gusties fall to 3-3 overall and 1-2 in the MIAC,
while the Royals remain unbeaten at 7-0 overall and 2-0 in the league.

Much like their quick start at Augsburg last Saturday, the Gusties got out to an early
lead over Bethel at 7-2 in the first three minutes of play. The Royals responded with
five unanswered points to tie the game, but Gustavus regained the advantage and
held a one-to-five-point lead for the ensuing four minutes. Bethel brought the game
to one point at 19-18 with 10:41 remaining in the half, but the Gusties then went on
an 11-4 run to take their largest lead of the game at 30-22 at the 5:34 mark. The Black
and Gold led by six points with 2:24 to play until Bethel closed out the half with eight
unanswered points for a 36-34 advantage at halftime.

Bethel scored the first basket of the second half before Gustavus went on an 8-4 run
to regain a four-point lead. That lead slowly faded away, though, as Bethel responded
with nine unanswered points over a 2:30 span to take the final lead change of the
night. The Gusties erased a seven-point (56-49) deficit and tied the game at the 10:26
mark with seven unanswered points, but the Royals jump back in front with a three-
pointer on their next trip down the court and the Gusties never recovered.

Brody Ziegler (Sr,, Mankato, Minn.) led the Gusties with a double-double, scoring a
game-high 22 points and 12 rebounds. Sergio Najera (Sr., New Prague, Minn.) and
Chad Poppen (Sr., St. Peter, Minn.) also cracked double figures with 11.and 10 points,
respectively. As a team, the Gusties shot 43.9 percent from the floor (29-66), while the
Royals shot 49.1 percent (28-57). Gustavus out-rebounded Bethel 41-33, but committed
more turnovers at 10-7. The Gusties were also outscored in the paint 38-28.

Series Snapshot: Tonight’s matchup between Gustavus and Macalester is the 154th
meeting between the two teams. Gustavus leads the all-time series 101-52 and has
won the last eight meetings. The closest margin of victory in the past eight games
Was nine points. Gustavus is averaging an 18-point victory during the current win
streak.

About The Scots: The Scots are 2-6 overall and 0-3 in the MIAC after their most recent
sethack, a 78-53 loss against St. Thomas on Wednesday. Macalester is currently on

a four-game losing streak after starting the season 2-2. The Scots rank 11th in the
league in points per game (65.0) and 10th in points allowed per game (75.6), but their
strengths include free throw percentage (71.8, 3rd/MIAC) and rebounding (36.6 per
game, 5th/MIAC). Four Scots average double digit points this season, including Dylan
Kilgour (16.0), Michael Gutierrez (12.4), Kareem Ismail (11.9) and Kyle Bernhard (10.3).
Ismail leads the team down on the blocks, averaging 6.1 rebounds per game.

Last Time They Met, Gusties vs. Scots: Following a 1-3 stretch to begin the month of
February, the Gustavus Adolphus men’s basketball team turned its fortune around,
winning three straight games, including a 70-61 victory over Macalester College on
Feb. 18 at Leonard Center. The win clinched the Gusties a spot in the MIAC Playoffs.

For the game’s first 12 minutes, the score remained tight, with Macalester holding the
lead for a majority of the first five minutes and Gustavus taking control for the next
seven. But with 7:59 remaining in the first half, the score was knotted at 19-19, the
fourth tie of the game to that point.

It was then that the Gusties went on a 17-3 run to close the half and take a 14-point
(36-22) lead into halftime. The run was highlighted by three three-point plays:
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a three-pointer by Chris Narum (Jr., Eagan, Minn.) and an and-one apiece from
